Because it is physically impossible to deliver electricity straight from 
a wind farm to your house, renewable energy credits (RECs) make 
purchasing wind power possible for forward-thinking businesses and 
individuals across the country. Purchasing RECs ensures that the amount 
of electricity you use is replaced onto the power grid with wind power 
from wind farms, making it cleaner for you and everyone else on the 
planet.

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Other Sustainability Initiatives
•	 On-site renewables: 721 solar panels and 25-unit wind garden

•	 Recycling: plastic, cans, paper and cardboard are recycled across campus

•	 Cleaning: Green Seal-certified cleaning supplies for 65% of products

•	 Outdoors: automatic shut-off feature for irrigation zones and gardens for 
composting

•	 Energy efficiency: dashboard to show electricity use by building

•	 Water conservation: high-efficiency toilets that save 2-3 million gallons/
annually

•	 Lighting: all residence halls have been upgraded to efficient T8 bulbs and 
with the “Bobcat Bulb Swap” program, students can trade incandescent 
bulbs for more efficient models
